83RD WORLD MISSION SUNDAY 2009
MESSAGE OF HIS HOLINESS BENEDICT XVI

There will be a second collection taken next weekend,
October 17 & 18, to support the Church’s Christian out-
reach to the world. The following is an excerpt from Pope
Benedict's recent message to the faithful on this topic:

“The universal Church, which knows neither borders nor
frontiers, is aware of her responsibility to proclaim the
Gospel to entire peoples (cf. Evangelii Nuntiandi, 53). It is
the duty of the Church, called to be a seed of hope, to
continue Christ's service in the world. The measure of her
mission and service is not material or even spiritual needs
limited to the sphere of temporal existence, but instead, it
is transcendent salvation, fulfilled in the Kingdom of God
(cf. Evangelii Nuntiandi, 27). This Kingdom, although ulti-
mately eschatological and not of this world (cfr Jn 18:36),
is also in this world and within its history a force for justice
and peace, for true freedom and respect for the dignity of
every human person. The Church wishes to transform
the world through the proclamation of the Gospel of love,
"that can always illuminate a world grown dim and give us
the courage needed to keep living and working ... and in
this way ...cause the light of God to enter into the
world" (Deus Caritas Est, 39). With this message | renew
my invitation to all the members and institutions of the
Church to participate in this mission and this service.” ~
